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Polystyrene Foodware Ordinance

Who has to follow the Ordinance?

« All food vendors selling prepared food as listed in the Ordinance, including but not limited to restaurants, cafes, delis, fast-food
establishments, vendors at fairs, and food trucks. Food vendors in cities that adopt the County ordinance must follow the
Ordinance beginning on the effective date of their city’s ordinance adoption.

What does the Ordinance prohibit?

« Foam and solid polystyrene food service ware as listed in the Ordinance, including but not limited to containers, bowls, plates,
and cups.
e Ask your supplier if you are unsure if your products are polystyrene.

Polystyrene products not allowed under the Ordinance NO’

What is wrong with polystyrene food service ware?

o ltis difficult to recycle.

e Itis a common item that is littered on streets that ends up in storm drains, on beaches, and in the Bay and Ocean.

« It breaks down into smaller pieces that may be ingested by wildlife resulting in reduced appetite, reduced nutrient absorption,
and starvation.

e It contains hazardous chemicals that may leach from polystyrene containers into food and drink and may cause cancer.

What food service ware does the ordinance allow?

« Any type of biodegradable, compostable, reusable, or recyclable food service ware.
e Acceptable products include: Aluminum, plastics coded with #1, 2, 4 or 5, uncoated or coated paper, cardboard, and plastics
made from corn, potatoes, sugar, or other plant based products. Some examples of acceptable products are shown below:

What penalties for non-compliance?

Violations may result in fines:
o _1st=$100, 2nd = $200, 3rd = $500 (each day observed using polystyrene = 1 violation).
o Enforcement is by the County Health Inspector.

What can my business do to reduce food service ware costs?

o Allow and encourage customers to bring their own mugs to buy drinks.
o Charge a “take out fee” to cover the cost difference.
e Use reusable dishes and cups instead of disposable ones for “eat-in” customers.

¢, Quién debe cumplir el Decreto?

« Todos los proveedores de alimentos que operan en el area no incorporada del condado de San Mateo, que venden alimentos
preparados segun se indica en el Decreto, incluyendo pero no limitado a restaurantes, cafeterias, tiendas de alimentos
preparados, establecimientos de comida rapida, vendedores en ferias y camiones que distribuyen comida. Los vendedores
de alimentos de las ciudades que se rigen por los decretos del Condado deben cumplir con el Decreto a partir de la fecha de
vigencia de la adopcién del decreto de su ciudad.

¢,Qué prohibe el Decreto?

« Productos para servir alimentos fabricados con poliestireno solido y espuma, incluyendo pero no limitado a envases, tazones,
platos y vasos.
« Consulte con su proveedor si no esta seguro si sus productos son de poliestireno.

El Decreto no permite productos de poliestireno
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¢, Qué tienen de malo los productos de poliestireno para servir alimentos?

o Esdificil reciclar.

o Esun articulo comun que se desecha en las calles y termina en los drenajes pluviales, en las playas, en la Bahia y el
Océano.

o Serompe en pedazos pequefios que pueden ser ingeridos por animales silvestres lo que causa una disminucion del apetito,
reduccion en la absorcion de nutrientes e inanicion.

« Contiene sustancias quimicas peligrosas que pueden filtrarse de los envases de poliestireno a los alimentos y las bebidas y
pueden causar cancer.

¢, Qué productos para servir alimentos permite el Decreto?

« Cualquier tipo de producto para servir alimentos que sea biodegradable, reutilizable, reciclable o que se pueda usar como
abono organico.

o Los productos aceptables incluyen: aluminio, plasticos con cédigo N.° 1, 2, 4 6 5, papel recubierto o no recubierto, cartén y
plasticos elaborados de maiz, papas, azlcar y otros productos a base de plantas.

A continuacién se muestran algunos ejemplos de productos aceptables:

¢,Cuales son las sanciones por incumplimiento?

Las violaciones pueden provocar multas:
e« 1a=1%100, 2a = $200, 3a = $500 (cada dia en que se observe el uso de poliestireno = 1 violacion).
e Ejecucion por medio de un inspector de salud del Condado de San Mateo.

¢, Qué puede hacer mi empresa parareducir los costos de los productos para servir alimentos?

« Permitay aconsejar a los clientes que traigan sus propias jarras para comprar bebidas.
o Cobre una “cuota para llevar” para cubrir la diferencia de costos.
o Use platos y vasos reutilizables en lugar de desechables para los clientes que comen “en el lugar”.
