WE HAVE MAINTAINED THE
SAME DESIGN AS THE
PREVIOUS CONCEPT
ITERATIONS, AND ADDED
MORE DETAILED ELEMENTS.
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AND WHERE BICYCLISTS WOULD BE
EXPECTED TO MAKE TURNS.
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ALL RED CURB MARKINGS SHOWN ARE TO REINFORCE EXISTING PARKING RESTRICTIONS,
AND WILL NOT REMOVE ANY EXISTING PARKING.
MANY OF THESE RESTRICTIONS ARE A RESULT OF AB 413, WHICH RESTRICTS PARKING ON

THE APPROACH OF A CROSSWALK. THIS WAS SIGNED INTO LAW AND ENACTED ON JANUARY

1, 2025. THE PARKING RESTRICTIONS INCREASE SAFETY FOR ALL ROADWAY USERS

(VEHICLES, BICYCLISTS, AND ESPECIALLY) AS IT INCREASES VISIBILITY AT INTERSECTIONS. THE

RESTRICTIONS ESTABLISHED BY THIS LAW ARE CONSIDERED TO BE IN EFFECT EVEN WHEN
CURB MARKINGS AND SIGNS ARE NOT PRESENT. THE MARKINGS PROPOSED IN THESE
CONCEPTS ARE INTENDED TO EMPHASIZE THE EXISTING RESTRICTIONS.
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
